COUNCIL (DCTC)

Planning & Process Improvements: Align project selection, capital investments, and future
planning work with the Plan’s goals for safety, reliability, and access to basic needs, while coordinating
with County, municipal, and community partners to carry out a collaborative planning process.
Safe Access: Implement our Safety Action Plan, prioritize transportation safety improvements, and
promote Complete Streets approaches.
Reliable Access: Work with partners to maintain existing roads and bridges, address congestion
hotspots, improve transit service and access, plan for freight needs, and integrate climate resilience
measures.
Access to Basic Needs: Focus on connecting residents to housing, jobs, schools, health care, and
recreation. Promote transportation options for all.

DUTCHESS COUNTY
County Level Actions (including for Public Works, Planning, Aging, Health, and others): Improve
safety, reliability, and access to basic needs by addressing high-crash/high-risk locations, maintaining
existing infrastructure, and improving public transit.
